Praise the Lord, this year marks the 60th anniversary of COCM.  On behalf of the USA COCM Board, I would like to extend our thanksgiving to our God for His blessings and grace on the Mission.  We are also grateful for the faithfulness of our missionaries, past and present, in carrying out the work of the Lord among the Chinese in Europe.  May Lord continue to bless our ministries in Europe and calling on more mature Christians to join COCM on a long-term basis.  Psalm 126:6 “He who goes out weeping, carrying seed to sow, will return with songs of joy, carrying sheaves with him.”     
In the past 60 years, COCM has already developed many different varieties of ministries to serve the Chinese in Europe.  However, in recent years, there have been great influxes of Chinese students (just 70,000 in the UK alone) as well as many new immigrants from mainland China.  These kinsmen are settled at different parts of countries, cities and towns, so the greatest challenge the COCM faces now is that most of these places do not have fellowships or churches to nourish them.  Based on the current circumstances, the COCM Council, the staff team, the overseas boards, together with many of our long time friends and supporters, went through a strategic planning process to more clearly define our vision, mission, and core values, as well as to more fully develop strategies for our ministry. Please pray that more churches and individuals will partner with COCM to fulfill this great need.                
As you may recall, last August our new missionary Minister Rebecca Mao moved to the UK and joined the COCM headquarters.  During the past few months, she was very busy from meeting all the co-workers in the Headquarters and traveled to many cities in Scotland and England.  During these trips, she has taught and preached in fellowships and churches, visited the field missionaries, even been to places where she did not know where to stay, or whom to stay with, but the Lord provided everything in time.  This made her realize that each journey is carried out by the prayer and support from many of you back home who are far away and at the same time depend on the generosity and hospitality of God’s people who are nearby.  She feels honored to follow in His steps and understand more about His heart for the world.   Please ask the Lord that Rebecca will walk with the Lord more closely and have a healthy body to adjust between the daily administrative work and the outreaching/preaching ministry.  

Last year end our headquarters hosted two gospel camps, as a result many of the seekers came and accepted Him as their personal savior.  At the students’ camp, there were 120 campers and most of them are between 20 to 23 years old.  Our missionary Grace Li reflected, “During this young age, life should be full of happiness and hope but many of them were hidden by sorrow, lost and confusing.  These young people are indeed thirsty for the truth love, understanding, acceptance and trust but instead they cover themselves with the outside appearance.  We know the Lord loves them so much and he wants to save all of them. Glory to our Lord and thanks for His salvation.” Please pray that these students will continue to grow in His words and spread the gospel to their families, friends and co-workers in China.
